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           Environmental Warehouse Center

The EWC will become the first Commercial Green Growth Project designed and implemented in the Tri-State area.  This project will allow the city to sell property that will enhance jobs, community growth, commercial space and green energy to the Queensgate community.  The building in the 700 block of W. 3rd Street may be a great candidate for such a project.

The length of this building faces the south and is over 1000 feet long, covering more than a block.  Solar panels could be mounted along this South side to generate enough energy for the tenants in the building.  The building would also be capable of storing excess energy for the purpose of resale to surrounding businesses that may decide to purchase green solar energy.  Until customers are found, the energy would be sold back to Cinergy to provide additional income for the EWC.  Additionally, the EWC will market green commercial space and include the power to run these companies on solar energy based on their desire to use energy efficient equipment.

· The warehouse must be gutted to its original basic structure and rehabilitation would include recycled materials and green growth products.  Several legalities must be researched for the feasibility of this project:

· Flood regulations

· Zoning

· Safety requirements

· Blue print investigations

· Green rehabilitation

· Solar construction

Following are additional concerns for seed funding for the project:

· Title search

· Building rehabilitation requirements, including solar

· Building insulation assessment

· Environmental assessment

· Marketing survey/parking assessment

· Green growth product assessment including solar units

· Solar storage and hook up assessment

· Neighboring rights (future shading of panels)

· Re-zoning for designer/loft housing

· Design/build consultation and assessment

· Legal consultation
